Oct. 23, 1948
When 500 students put

their heads together on an
idea, the results are pretty
startling and this morning’s
Homecoming parade was no
exception. The general idea
was to “Put the Screws on
the Blues,” and the Carroll
college fraternity and soror-
ity interpretations of the
slogan holds no good for
James Millikin University,
this year’s Homecoming
opponent.  

With the weatherman on
Carroll’s side for the first
time in many years, hun-
dreds of townspeople and
alumni lined the route of
march to see what the stu-
dents predicted for this
afternoon’s game at Haertel
field. First to meet their
approving eyes was this
year’s Homecoming Queen,
Jackie Janko, and her court
of honor. Not far behind was
the personal “queen” of
Beta Pi Epsilon fraternity,
rotund Frank Cavada. His
balding head was camou-
flaged with a gleaming cop-
per-colored wig, but the var-
sity gridder later shed his
glamour for the pig-skin bat-
tle this afternoon.

38 years ago

Oct. 23, 1981
Two Catholic priests and a

number of people are con-
cerned about a Halloween
haunted house they believe
is part of an invasion of the
occultism in Mukwonago.

They were expected late
this afternoon to tour the
Jaycee haunted house in
which what had been billed
as a Black Mass celebration
— Satan as the celebrant —
was scheduled. ... 

Craig A. Henry, Jaycee co-
chairman of the event, said
this morning, however, that
the representative of the
devil had been removed and
that “there will be no reli-
gious overtones.”

Also on this day

Oct. 23, 1707 — The first
Parliament of Great Britain,
created by the Acts of Union
between England and Scot-
land, held its first meeting.   

Oct. 23, 1910 — Blanche
S. Scott became the first
woman to make a public solo
airplane flight, reaching an
altitude of 12 feet at a park
in Fort Wayne, Ind.   

Oct. 23, 1915 — Tens of
thousands of women parad-
ed up Fifth Avenue in New
York City, demanding the
right to vote.    

Oct. 23, 1944 — The
World War II Battle of Leyte
Gulf began, resulting in a
major Allied victory against
Japanese forces.   

Oct. 23, 1956 — A stu-
dent-sparked revolt against
Hungary’s Communist rule
began; as the revolution
spread, Soviet forces started
entering the country, and the
uprising was put down with-
in weeks. 

Oct. 23, 1973 — President
Richard Nixon agreed to
turn over White House tape
recordings subpoenaed by
the Watergate special prose-
cutor to Judge John J. Siri-
ca.   

Oct. 23, 1983 — 241 U.S.
service members, most of
them Marines, were killed in
a suicide truck-bombing at
Beirut International Air-
port in Lebanon; a near-
simultaneous attack on
French forces killed 58 para-
troopers.   

Oct. 23, 1987 — The U.S.
Senate rejected, 58-42, the
Supreme Court nomination
of Robert H. Bork.   

Oct. 23, 1995 — A jury in
Houston convicted Yolanda
Saldivar of murdering
Tejano singing star Selena.
(Saldivar is serving a life
prison sentence.)   

Oct. 23, 2001 — The
nation’s anthrax scare hit
the White House with the
discovery of a small concen-
tration of spores at an off-
site mail processing center.   

Oct. 23, 2006 — Former
Enron CEO Jeffrey Skilling
was sentenced by a federal
judge in Houston to 24 years,
four months for his role in
the company’s collapse.
Eventually 10 years was cut
off Skilling’s prison sen-
tence, and he was released to
a halfway house in August
2018.
