OCONOMOWOC — Even though this
holiday season has experienced some
cancellations already in the German
Christmas Market downtown and the
Canadian Pacific Holiday Train — one
Oconomowoc tradition will be going on
as planned: the Christmas parade.

The parade hosted by the Oconomowoc
Kiwanis Club was unanimously voted on
by the group to be held on Dec. 5,
Oconomowoc Kiwanis Club President
Jerry Schneider said. 

“Many of our past participants were in
favor of holding the parade,” Schneider
said. “The club felt the community need-
ed something to brighten our spirits in
these tough times.” 

During the parade, the club is encour-
aging people who attend to wear their
face masks and to socially distance them-
selves from others to stay safe. 

To help accommodate social distancing
efforts, the club has extended the parade

route to allow attendees to spread out
more. 

Instead of ending the parade at the
Bank Five Nine parking lot, the parade
will turn right onto North Main Street
from Wisconsin Avenue and end at Lis-
bon Road. In addition, there will be park-
ing on North Main Street for those who
need to watch from their cars. 

Letters to Santa will be collected by the
post office with the help of Cooney Tech
Robotics. 

In addition, the Oconomowoc Rotary
will be collecting nonperishable food
items and cash for the Oconomowoc
Food Pantry. 

Schneider said he thinks people just
want something to look forward to and
lift their spirits. 

“We hope everyone who feels comfort-
able will come and enjoy the parade in
beautiful downtown Oconomowoc,” he
said.

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Council to discuss
adding dock 

in St. John’s Bay
Residents, DNR concerned
about possible detrimental

effects, feasibility

DELAFIELD — City offi-
cials have been working
recently on a proposal to
include a new pier in
Nagawicka Lake at the end
of Church Street in the cap-
ital improvement budget for
next year. 

The proposed idea would
allow boaters to dock their
boats and visit downtown
Delafield during their day
on the lake, Mayor Kent
Attwell said. 

However, residents living
in the area have concerns
about what the increase in
boat traffic might do to that
part of the lake given its
sensitive nature. 

Delafield Alderman Phil
Kasun said the pier would
hold 13 boats with six spots
being leased to Delafield
residents to park their boats
there for the season. 

Attwell said the pier
would be primarily used by
lake residents and the pub-
lic would also be able to use
it. 

“The concept is that those
would be for public use and
would give lake residents
and their pontoon boats the
ability to park at the pier
with family and friends and
be able to utilize the restau-
rants and shops in down-
town Delafield,” Attwell
said. 

City documents show the
dock would cost around
$128,000 and the city would
charge $3,000 for a resident
to lease a spot over the sum-
mer. Attwell said there was
also a grant in place that
would allow for covering
half the cost.

Kasun said he doesn’t cur-
rently support the pier —
which is in his district. 

“I don’t think it benefits
the people of the city
enough,” Kasun said. “The
pier would go about a third
of the way across the bay
and that would hinder peo-
ple’s views of the lake.” 

Resident Beth Heller —
who lives in the bay — said
as of late she has seen more
and more boats entering the
channel and causing a wake
despite the no-wake zone. 

When asked about boats
ignoring slow no-wake signs

within the channel, Attwell
said 99% of the time, people
follow slow no-wake rules
and there is enforcement in
the area for when they
don’t. 

“Because all of St. John’s
Bay is slow no wake, it’s
very closely followed, other-
wise you stick out like a
sore thumb,” Attwell said. 

DNR’s concerns
However, the feasibility of

putting the pier there is in
question because of con-
cerns the Wisconsin Depart-
ment of Natural Resources
has.

WDNR Specialist Theresa
Alvarez said that location is
very concerning because of
the sensitiveness of the area
and the proximity of the
spillway to the dam. 

“This is an area of special
interest to the department,”
Alvarez said. 

Near the area of the pro-
posed pier is a smaller, T-
shaped pier that abuts the
embankment separating the
pond form Nagawicka Lake.
Alvarez said even that pier
required a thorough review. 

Alvarez said she has not
been contacted about the
Delafield pier proposal yet.
Attwell said the city would-
n’t reach out to the WNDNR
about it until it is approved
that the council wants to
pursue the project. 

Alvarez said a review
would look into how more
boat traffic would affect the
the aquatic species and
plants that live there as well
as how it would affect the
spillway to the dam. 

“The pier could become
detached from the shoreline
and either damage spillway
or blocking the spillway,”
Alvarez said. “It’s a huge
concern; we’re talking peo-
ple’s safety at that point
rather than pleasure. 

“We do our best to look at
the application and provide
stats we need to support
whatever our outcome is
going to be. First and fore-
most is not only natural
resources integrity but also
public safety.”

The council will discuss
this topic at the next budget
meeting. The final date and
time for that meeting has
yet to have been posted on
the city’s website.
