•  City staff will review your registration. You will then be contacted by a City staff 

member by phone to verify your information. 

•  Once verified, you will receive an e-mail link for the meeting. When it is time for the 

meeting, you click on the provided link to join the meeting. 

•  The link you receive is unique to you. It cannot be forwarded or shared with others. 

Each person that would like to comment needs to complete their own registration. 

•  Registration must be submitted by 4PM on the day of the meeting start time to allow 

time for verification. 

If you would prefer to not participate live in the meeting, you can submit comment at 

least one hour prior to the meeting by e-mailing CommDev@waukesha-wi.gov. You 

will need to include the specific meeting and item (from the list above) that your 

comment is for as well as your name and address. Your comment will be read live at 

the meeting during public comment.
