GENERAL PLANTING NOTES

1. LOOSEN SUBGRADE TO A MINIMUM DEPTH INDICATED IN PLANTING
NOTES USING A CULTI-MULCHER OR SIMILAR EQUIPMENT, AND REMOVE
STONES MEASURING OVER 1-1/2 INCHES IN ANY DIMENSION, STICKS,
RUBBISH AND OTHER EXTRANEOUS MATTER.

2. THOROUGHLY BLEND PLANTING SOIL MIX FOR PLANTING BED AREAS.  (1
PART EXISTING SOIL, 1 PART TOPSOIL, 1 PART ORGANIC SOIL
AMENDMENT, 2.9 POUNDS PER CUBIC YARD OF 4-4-4 ANALYSIS
SLOW-RELEASE FERTILIZER)

3. SHRUB HOLES SHALL BE FILLED WITH A PREPARED PLANTING MIXTURE
OF 1 PART TOPSOIL, 2 PARTS PLANTING SOIL MIX.

4. SPREAD SOIL AND SOIL AMENDMENTS TO DEPTH INDICATED ON
DRAWINGS, BUT NOT LESS THAN REQUIRED TO MEET FINISH GRADES
AFTER NATURAL SETTLEMENT. (FINISH GRADE OF PLANTING BEDS SHALL
BE 3" BELOW ALL ADJACENT SURFACES.

5. PLACE APPROXIMATELY 1/2 OF TOTAL AMOUNT OF SOIL REQUIRED.
WORK INTO TOP OF LOOSENED SUBGRADE TO CREATE A TRANSITION
LAYER, THEN PLACE REMAINDER OF THE SOIL.  SOIL TRANSITION LAYER
SHALL BE TILLED TO A MINIMUM DEPTH OF 6" BELOW THE DEPTH OF
NEWLY PLACED SOIL.

6. DO NOT SPREAD IF PLANTING SOIL OR SUBGRADE IS FROZEN, MUDDY,
OR EXCESSIVELY WET.

7. FINISH GRADING: GRADE SOIL TO A SMOOTH, UNIFORM SURFACE PLANE
WITH A LOOSE, UNIFORMLY FINE TEXTURE.

8. ROLL AND RAKE, REMOVE RIDGES, AND FILL DEPRESSIONS TO MEET
FINISH GRADES.

9. RESTORE PLANTING BEDS IF ERODED OR OTHERWISE DISTURBED
AFTER FINISH GRADING AND BEFORE PLANTING.

SOIL PLACEMENT NOTES

1. THE LAYOUT OF ALL PLANTING BEDS AND INDIVIDUAL SHRUBS AND GRASSES SHALL BE STAKED BY THE CONTRACTOR IN ADVANCE OF
INSTALLATION.  FLAGGING, STAKES, OR PAINT MAY BE USED TO DELINEATE LOCATIONS AS SCALED FROM THE PLANS.  AN APPROVED
REPRESENTATIVE WILL REVIEW THESE LOCATIONS WITH THE CONTRACTOR AND MAKE MINOR ADJUSTMENTS AS NECESSARY.

2. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR INDEPENDENTLY DETERMINING THE PLANT MATERIAL QUANTITIES REQUIRED BY THE LANDSCAPE
PLANS.  REPORT ANY DISCREPANCIES TO THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.

3. NO PLANT MATERIAL OR PLANT SIZE SUBSTITUTIONS WILL BE ACCEPTED UNLESS APPROVED BY THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.  ANY CHANGES
SHALL BE SUBMITTED TO THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT IN WRITING PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.

4. ALL STOCK SHALL BE NURSERY GROWN IN A CLAY LOAM SOIL WITHIN 200 MILES OF PROJECT LOCATION, IN A ZONE COMPATIBLE WITH USDA
HARDINESS ZONE 5A.  EXISTING SOIL SHALL BE AMENDED PER SOIL ANALYSIS REPORT TO ENSURE A PROPER GROWING MEDIUM IS ACHIEVED.

5. ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL COMPLY WITH STANDARDS DESCRIBED IN AMERICAN STANDARD OF NURSERY STOCK  - Z60.1 ANSI.  LANDSCAPE
ARCHITECT OR OWNERS AUTHORIZED REPRESENTATIVE RESERVES THE RIGHT TO INSPECT AND POTENTIALLY REJECT ANY PLANT MATERIAL
DEEMED TO NOT MEET THE REQUIRED STANDARDS.

6. ALL STOCK SHALL BE FREE OF DISEASES AND HARMFUL INSECTS, DAMAGE, DISORDERS AND DEFORMITIES.

7. ALL PLANT MATERIAL SHALL BE INSTALLED IN ACCORDANCE WITH PLANTING DETAILS.

8. ALL PLANTING BEDS SHALL HAVE A MINIMUM 10" DEPTH OF PREPARED SOIL.  WITH APPROVAL, EXISTING SOIL MAY BE UTILIZED PROVIDED THE
PROPER SOIL AMENDMENTS ARE TILLED THOROUGHLY INTO THE TOP 10" OF SOIL.  REFER TO SOIL PLACEMENT NOTES.

9. WHILE PLANTING SHRUBS, BACKFILL 23 OF PLANTING HOLE AND WATER TREE THOROUGHLY BEFORE INSTALLING THE REMAINDER OF SOIL
MIXTURE.  AFTER ALL SOIL HAS BEEN PLACED INTO THE PLANTING HOLE WATER THOROUGHLY AGAIN.

10. ALL PLANTING BEDS SHALL BE MULCHED WITH 3" DEEP SHREDDED HARDWOOD MULCH OVER TOP OF LANDSCAPE FABRIC.  CONTRACTOR TO
PROVIDE LANDSCAPE FABRIC AND MULCH SPECIFICATIONS TO LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT FOR APPROVAL PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.  LANDSCAPE
FABRIC SHALL BE INSTALLED TO COVER THE ENTIRE AREA TO RECEIVE MULCH WITH EACH SEAM OVERLAPPING A MINIMUM OF 6".  SEAMS SHALL
BE STAPLED EVERY 12".

11. ALL PLANTING BEDS SHALL RECEIVE A COMMERCIAL GRADE POLYETHYLENE LANDSCAPE EDGING INSTALLED PER MANUFACTURES
RECOMMENDATIONS.  BED EDGES ARE TO BE CLEAN AND SMOOTH AS SHOWN ON LANDSCAPE PLANS WITH A CLEAN DEFINITION BETWEEN TURF
AND PLANTING AREAS.

12. ALL DISTURBED AREAS WITHIN THE PROJECT SHALL BE RESTORED TO ORIGINAL OR BETTER CONDITION.

13. ALL DISTURBED AREAS OUTSIDE THE LIMITS OF WORK SHALL BE RESTORED TO ORIGINAL OR BETTER CONDITION AT NO ADDITIONAL COST TO
THE OWNER.

14. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL VERIFY ALL EXISTING UTILITIES, INCLUDING  ANY IRRIGATION LINES, PRIOR TO DIGGING.  CONSULT DIGGERS HOTLINE.

15. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL ENSURE THAT SOIL CONDITIONS AND COMPACTION ARE ADEQUATE TO ALLOW FOR PROPER DRAINAGE AROUND THE
CONSTRUCTION SITE.  UNDESIRABLE CONDITIONS SHALL BE BROUGHT TO THE ATTENTION OF THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT PRIOR TO
BEGINNING OF WORK. IT SHALL BE THE CONTRACTOR'S RESPONSIBILITY TO ENSURE PROPER SURFACE AND SUBSURFACE DRAINAGE IN ALL
AREAS

16. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE FOR ALL PERMITS, FEES, AND LICENSES NECESSARY FOR THE INSTALLATION OF THIS PLAN.

17. THE CONTRACTOR IS TO REVIEW ALL SITE ENGINEERING DOCUMENTS PRIOR TO INSTALLATION.  ANY CONFLICTS MUST BE REPORTED TO THE
LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT.  THESE LANDSCAPE DRAWINGS ARE FOR THE INSTALLATION OF PLANT MATERIALS ONLY UNLESS OTHERWISE STATED.

18. THE CONTRACTOR SHALL PROVIDE WATERING AND MAINTENANCE SERVICES FOR A PERIOD OF 60 DAYS TO ENSURE VEGETATIVE
ESTABLISHMENT.  UPON COMPLETION OF THE PROJECT, CONTRACTOR SHALL SUPPLY THE OWNER IN WRITING WITH ONGOING WATERING AND
MAINTENANCE INSTRUCTIONS.

19. PLANT MATERIALS SHALL BE GUARANTEED FOR A PERIOD OF ONE (1) YEAR FROM TIME OF OWNER ACCEPTANCE. ONLY ONE REPLACEMENT PER
PLANT WILL BE REQUIRED DURING THE WARRANTY PERIOD EXCEPT IN THE EVENT OF FAILURE TO COMPLY WITH THE SPECIFIED
REQUIREMENTS.

20. THE CONTRACTOR IS RESPONSIBLE TO CONDUCT A FINAL WALK THROUGH WITH THE LANDSCAPE ARCHITECT AND OR OWNERS
REPRESENTATIVE TO ANSWER QUESTIONS, PROVIDE INSTRUCTIONS, AND ENSURE THAT PROJECT REQUIREMENTS HAVE BEEN MET.
