Each Bid shall be accompanied by a Bid Deposit in the form of a Bid Bond or certified check payable to the
City of Waukesha in the amount of 5% of the Bid. The successful bidder will submit the original Bid Bond or
certified check within ten (10) days of the Bid opening.

Bids may be withdrawn only pursuant to relevant provisions of Wisconsin law. Otherwise all Bids must be offered
for a period extending sixty (60) days beyond the Bid opening.
