Issue Before the Council:

Waukesha Parks, Recreation and Forestry is working collaboratively with the School District of Waukesha to provide a
community model for 4-year-old kindergarten (4K). The 4K program is a voluntary, comprehensive child development program
providing an enrichment opportunity for all four year old children and their families prior to 5-year old Kindergarten. It is
implemented using a community-collaborative model that builds on existing District early learning programs, child care
centers, private preschools, head start, WPRF and other affiliated schools in partnership with the SDW to provide quality early
childhood education. This will be the 17th school year we have partnered with the School District of Waukesha as a model IlI
site (community site, community teachers)

WPREF staff's recommendation is to enter in the contract with the School District of
Waukesha for the 2025-26 school year.
